12. Deduct behavior marks from the student's total (1, 2, 3, or 10) based on the severity of the violation. However, if the student shows improvement, he will regain the deducted marks.

13. Confiscate any prohibited materials found with the student, dispose of them according to MoE regulations, and prepare an incident report.

14. Confiscate the device with the clips and photos, prepare an incident report, and delete the clips and photos in the parent’s presence (in case of the device should not be turned over to security)
15 - In the fifth degree, an incident report is prepared, and the parent is notified. If necessary, security authorities are called, and any related devices and evidences are confiscated. The case is
then forwarded to security, along with a copy of the report.

M These rules apply to behavioral violations occurring on campus, during school-related activities off-campus, on school buses, and near the school while under staff supervision.
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
